One of the great needs in the
life of the pastor and staff are
“affirmation, appreciation, and
admiration” according to H.B.
London, Jr. and Neil B. Wise-
man in their book Your Pastor
is an Endangered Species.
They go on to make these
statements—"Cherishing is in
short supply in too many con-
gregations. Without consider-
ing strengths, we tend to over
emphasize shortcomings. We
are often quick to judge and
slow to praise. Too often the 1
percent rule controls. This rule
focuses on 1 percent of what is
wrong and misses the 99 per-
cent of what is right. For ex-
ample, perfect attendance for
50 Sundays is often over-
looked when a person misses
two services. One sentence in
a sermon gets belittled without
considering the good said be-
fore and after the troubling
part. Having a bad teaching
day, a Sunday School teacher

may be criticized for a poorly
presented lesson while many
years of devoted, effective
service is ignored.

All of these situations can be
bettered with the three A’s. A
grand place to begin this ef-
fort in your church would to
go our of your way to cherish
your pastor. With imagination
and effort you can set in mo-
tion many ways to build a
cherishing environment for
your spiritual leader.”
